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 Admission and Residence 

 Bonafide students of Integral University eligible for admission by the Hostel authority after 

applying for the same in the prescribed application form and payment of necessary fees alone are 

eligible to stay in the Hostel. 

 Continued residence in the hostel will depend on the good behavior of the residents. 

 The residents shall report to the Warden both on joining the hostel and while vacating it.  

 

 Hostel ID Card & Hostel Timings For Boys  

 All the hostellers keep their hostel ID card (provided by hostel authority) with them on entry and 

exit from the hostel gate. 

 Without hostel ID card hostellers will not be permitted to enter in hostel premises in any condition.   

 Non hostellers are strictly prohibited in hostel. If any outsider found staying in any Room of Hostel 

Premises there will be a cancellation of Hostel Allotment of that particular Room Inmates. 

 The Hostel gates remain closed from 10.30 p.m to 6.00 a.m, and no one shall be allowed to leave 

the Hostel during this period. Hostellers are expected to be inside the Hostel before 10.30 p.m. 

 

 Leave process & Hostel Timings For Girls  

 

 All girl students are expected to be back in the hostel by 6:00 pm. (In summer) and 5:00 pm (In winter 

days) Disciplinary action may be taken if any girl student returns to the hostel after above mentioned time 

without prior permission.  

 All the students should be present at the time of attendance call by the concerned warden. After 

attendance students will not be permitted to go outside the hostel premises  

 Hostel students shall not leave the campus without prior permission of the warden. They shall have to 

apply in prescribed form (hostel leave card) in advance stating the reason for leaving and the address of 

destination. Hostel student who leave hostel without the permission from the concerned Warden shall be 

deemed to be missing and Parent/Guardian may be intimated in consultation with the warden. 

 Girl students have to forward an E-mail by their parents to the concerned warden for leave permission.  

 Warden will not permit to leave hostel without receiving E-mail (by registered guardian E-mail id, 

mentioned in hostel leave card) and talking with their guardian on registered phone number. 

 

 Discipline 

 The Hostel warden and the Hostel staff shall have the right to check individual rooms, without prior 

information. 

 Students shall not change rooms allocated to them, except with permission of warden. 

 Hostel accommodation (room) can be changed by the management if they find it necessary at any point 

of time.    

 No students are allowed inside the store rooms of the Hostel. No person, either guest or otherwise 

shall be permitted to stay overnight in any part of the hostel.  



 Students are responsible for the safekeeping of their valuables. Students should provide their own locks 

and should take proper care of their belongings.   Students are not allowed to take common room’s 

newspapers to their room at any time. 

 No function or celebration shall be organized at hostel premises. Students should maintain cordial 

relations with hostel residents, staff and workers. 

 Shouting, screaming, unbecoming behavior, playing of loud music are not allowed inside the 

Hostel premises. 

 Students are not allowed to play outdoor games such as cricket, football, volleyball, badminton etc. in the 

inter lawn, wings, galleries, or any other place in the premises of the hostel. 

 Students indulging in use of abusive and threatening language, physical fights, use of force to get unfair 

act accomplished, etc. will be punished. Further, they are liable to be expelled from the hostel/ Institute. 

 Anti-social activity of any sort is banned in the Hostel. Students indulging in such activities will be 

met with disciplinary action. 

 Smoking, use of narcotic drugs and/or alcoholic drinks is prohibited in the hostel premises. 

Contraband materials such as fire arms, narcotics, alcohol, tobacco, etc. are not allowed inside the 

Hostel Defaulters will be punished. Repeated acts will liable to be expelled from the hostel. 

 Residents shall not convene any meeting and no subscription of any kind shall be collected without 

the permission of the Warden. 

 Electrical appliances such as tape recorders, water immersion coil heaters, gas stoves, iron boxes, 

hotplates, etc. are not allowed inside the rooms. 

 Residents are not permitted to boil water or cook food inside the rooms. Sticking of posters and 

writing on the walls and cupboards are forbidden. 

 Ragging, Bullying, teasing and such similar forms of behavior are criminal activities, and are 

completely banned in the Hostel. 

 Hostel Mess and Mess Rules 

 All those who are admitted to the Hostel shall compulsorily board in the Hostel Mess.  

 Entry into the Hostel Mess is restricted before and after scheduled mess timings. No one shall enter 

in kitchen. 

 Residents shall follow table etiquette when having food in the Hostel Mess. They should see that no 

food particles are left on the table. 

 Food shall not be carried outside the dining hall. 

 Residents shall not serve food to non-hostellers. 

 Residents shall maintain decorum and good behavior when interacting with mess and Hostel staff. 

They shall not argue with them or rebuke them. If there are any complaints, those are to be brought 

to the notice of the warden in writing. 

  Mess timings shall be strictly adhered to students shall observe these timings strictly.

 Facilities in Hostel 
 

 The University Hostel for boys and girls has 24 hours light, water and security system in place, 

with well-lit premises and well-appointed security guards. 

 The security deployed at the gate of the hostels keeps a close watch on each person’s movements. 

 Hostels are provided with sprawling lush green lawns and beautiful gardens. 

 The University pays special attention to keep the hostels environmentally hygienic and pollution free. 

 Shaded vehicle parking facility is available with full security. 

 Clean and Hygienic Mess facility is provided in each hall, from breakfast to dinner. 

 Aquaguard water purifier provides clean water for drinking. 

 Power Generator backup facility to ensure uninterrupted power supply in hostel . 

 The Hostel is equipped with electric geyser for hot water supply to the bathrooms. 

 In case of Emergency Medical Assistance, an ambulance is available round the clock to take students 

to the Integral Institute of Medical Sciences and Research in case of medical emergency. 

 To deal with any untoward incidents such as fire, fire extinguishers and extra water supply through 

pipe lines are available in all the hostels. 

 Students are properly looked after and taken care of by each and every warden in the respective hostel.  

 Hostel wardens take regular rounds of the hostel rooms and sort out the day-to-day problems of the 

students efficiently. 

 To provide ragging-free environment in the hostels, wardens are very vigilant so that the students are 

aware of the consequences and refrain from any kind of indiscipline. 

 A Reading Room provides a venue for extra-curricular activities and some relaxation. 

 The Hostels have, in general, provisions for Common room as well as facilities for indoor games (table 

tennis, chess, and carom) and outdoor games (cricket, volley ball, football, hockey etc.).  

 Well equipped Gymnasium is provided for residents. 

  Broadband connectivity as well as wi-fi is facility available in the hostels.  

 A canteen is available in hostel and kept open until late at night. 

 Anti-Ragging Cell and Disciplinary Committee help create a Hostel Environment that places 

emphasis on learning and personal growth. Hostel has a Zero Tolerance Policy on Ragging, in line 

with the judgment of the Supreme Court of India, UGC guidelines, State Government and 

University policy.
