On this occasion all the students and faculty members from Department of Pharmacy (DoP) and

1. 'Student’s views on Mahatma Gandhi and His thoughts in 2021" at 05:00 PM in online

mode.

The session began with an outline of the session by Moderator Ms Shabana Khatoon, followed by
short speeches by students, nominated by course coordinators, in random order. The students
participated enthusiastically and demonstrated their oratory skills and updated fellow students
